Nightmare Tour Check –In  & Departure

Tour Departure Date: Saturday August 18, 2007
1) The Official Nightmare Jersey and cue sheets can picked up on Friday August 17 between 4:00 PM and 8:00 PM at the Donegal Middle School, official start/finish location for this year’s event. Be sure to read item #2 thoroughly before reading item #3. If you are not able to attend this activity you must notify us so that we can set aside your items for Saturday morning. This year’s Nightmare Tour begins at SUNRISE. There will be no need for headlights, but rear lights are still encouraged.
2) To confirm that you have read and reviewed all of the enclosed information you must place the time you anticipate finishing in an envelope with your name on it and give it to the Tour Director in order to receive your Nightmare Jersey. Cyclist guessing closest will receive FREE entry into Nightmare 2008.
3) Nightmare Cyclists will officially start at sunrise this year: Sunrise on August 18th will be between 5:30 AM & 6:00 AM.  If you are competing in the UMCA John Marin Challenge Points Competition, please notify us on your registration form or at Friday evening’s activity. John Marin Challenge competitors will lead participants out. 
4) Personal Support Vehicles must provide Dream Ride Projects with appropriate information no later than Monday August 6. (See “Participation” document).
5) Personal Support Vehicles should leave just after their sponsored cyclists.  ALL vehicles should depart from the back of the school so as to follow the same route as the cyclists.  Designated parking for support vehicles will be in the front of the Riverview Elementary School entrance that is adjacent to the Donegal Middle School on the same property.  Please place a designation sign with the name of your supported cyclist(s) on the rear window and driver’s side passenger window of each vehicle.  
Parking & Tour Completion Activities
1) ALL Nightmare Tour participants MUST park their personal vehicles BEHIND the Riverview Elementary School and be sure they are securely locked upon your departure. Dream Ride Projects, the Nightmare Tour Sponsors, and Riverview Elementary School will not be responsible for any break-ins or damage to vehicles.

2) Completion activities for the 2006 Nightmare Tour will take place around the finish area.  Each Nightmare Cyclist will be recognized upon completing the course in front of the Donegal Middle School.
